EXPECTED RESULTS

• A carbon footprint and sustainable performances  
observatory with 1 355 demonstration farms.

• 282 innovative farms  producing sheep meat  
and sheep milk with a low carbon impact adn sustainable.

• A greenhouse gaz emissions mitigation of 30 621 tons  
eq. CO2 allowing to reach the objective of 12%.

• 143 advisers  trained in tools and the Green Sheep initiative.
• A climate and sustainable roadmap for sheep production, in each country, 

describing action plans and the partnership strategy to be put in place for the wide 
spreading of the project.

AN EUROPEAN PROJECT 2020-2025

The project involves 5 European countries: 
 France, Ireland, Italy, Romania and Spain and 10 
European partners: Idele, Teagasc, Ibna, Agris, Laore, 
University of Sassari, Neiker, Lurgintza, Oviaragon 
and Itacyl.

These countries represent 47% of the EU sheep 
meat production and 63% of the sheep milk 
production. They represent a large diversity of 
sheep systems.
